
BLUE SHAG PINE 
Pinus strobus ‘Blue Shag’ 

Height: 4-6’  Spread: 5-7’ 
 
Location: Zone 3, sun to light shade 
 
Shape: Compact globe 
 
Foliage: Soft, blue-green needles 
 

Notes: Fast becoming a popular selection 
of the dwarf eastern white pine. This Waxman 
introduction is an outstanding, compact, relia-
bly rounded form. Excellent for a variety of 
landscape uses. 

Height: 3-5’   Spread: 3-5’ 
 
Location: Zone 4, full sun, drought tolerant 
 
Shape: Compact, rounded 
 
Foliage: Dark green 
 
Notes: A very slow growing shrubby pine 
that was developed for its tight, compact form 
similar to that of the Mugo pine. This shrub is 
suited to hedging and for background greening 
in shrub borders. It produces just 3 to 4 inches 
of growth per year.
